	I. Background  A Call to Unity in Turbulent Times
	Christianity has exerted a profound influence on Europe since antiquity, shaping the continent in multifaceted ways. The first universities emerged from ecclesiastical schools, and the realms of art and culture flourished within an environment deeply rooted in Christian liturgy, education, and the patronage of the Church—influences that, to this day, define far more than just our calendar. While secularization and the Enlightenment prompted a necessary questioning of power and knowledge structures and catalyzed vital reforms, they simultaneously served to anchor the Christian canon of values within the broader fabric of society.


	I.I   The Challenge
	Germany, and indeed the rest of Europe, is currently traversing a period marked by systemic threats, social inequalities, and increasing political polarization. Alongside these shifts, the institutional significance of the Church is waning in many regions as secular worldviews ascend. As a consequence of this trajectory, the Christian population in Europe declined by 9% between 2010 and 2020, falling from approximately 550 million to 505 million (religion-in-europe).
